We  posed a few questions 

for the up-and coming talent. 

Yotta News: How did you get 

into RPG illustration? 

Chris: Hmmmm.... lemme think 

about this one....  

YN: I assume by your silence you 

have a dark and secret past you do 

not want to reveal at this time. 

Chris: Hmmmm 

YN:  How did you get hooked up 

with Simon Washbourne, creator 

of Barbarians of Lemuria? 

Chris: (A mutual friend to be 

named at a later date) has been 

working with him for a while and 

introduced us.  

YN: Can you tell us a little bit 

about Mr. Washbourneôs upcom-

ing release, Dogs of W.A.R., 

which features your art exclu-

sively? 

Chris: Simon can answer that 

better than me. 

Note: We may get a chance to 

hear from Mr. Washbourne at a 

later date.  Suffice it to say, the 

RPG is a pulp game celebrating 

the action heroes of the 70ôs in 

the vein of The Destroyer or The 

Executioner .  It utilizes the same 

rules system as Barbarians of 

Lemuria. 

YN: What other projects are 

coming your way? 

Chris: I will soon begin work on 

stuff for Simonôs Guns of Laredo 

RPG.  Also, Evil DM 

(Productions) has Lost World of 

Hador which I am doing some 

interior work on.  I have a few 

other things I am aiming for, but I 

canôt say anything about them yet. 

YN: Where can we see samples of 

your art?  Is there a website in the 

works? 

Chris: I do have a website in the 

works, and it should be up within 

a few months.
