At this time Fantasy 

Flight Games has no plans to 

convert either line into the 

LCG format. 

Fantasy Flight Games re-

cently announced that they 

are getting out of the Col-

lectible Card Game business.  

Effective immediately, both 

the UFS (Universal Fighting 

System) CCG and Kingdom 

Hearts CCG will be canceled.  

FFG said that they would 

focus instead on its line of 

LCGõs or Living Card Games 

like Warhammer: Invasion.  

LCGõs are a more traditional 

game in the sense that the 

Legend of the Five rings 

CCG:  Celectial Edition 15th 

Anniversary set will be re-

leased early this Spring from 

AEG in honor of the gameõs, 

you guessed it, 15th anniver-

sary.  The new set will be a 

reprint of the sold-out Celes-

tial Edition and will also in-

clude some special rare 

cards from expansions.  All 

nine Clans will be repre-

sented. 

the Bold will be shipping in 

February.  This will be the 

first DC product released by 

NECA since its acquisition of 

WhizKids in September.  The 

set will include 55 new fig-

ures made up of both super-

hero and supervillian charac-

ters.   

A new aspect of the game 

will be introduced as òAlter 

Egoó figures will allow a 

player to start the game òin 

disguiseó and then change 

into their superhero persona.  

NECA also reports that there 

will 25 characters that have 

not appeared in any other 

HeroClix CMG set.

Many companies are announcing their 1st and 2nd Quarter re-

leases.  Here are some examples of what will be coming your 

way this Winter and Spring.  

 

 Up first, from Green Ronin, is the highly anticipated Dragon Age 

RPG.  The first set should be shipping this month and will in-

clude both the �3�O�D�\�H�U�·�V���*�X�L�G�H and �*�D�P�H���0�D�V�W�H�U�·�V���*�X�L�G�H and all 

the materials needed to get a game going.  This release will be 

followed in the next two consecutive months by the Dragon 

�$�J�H���*�D�P�H���0�D�V�W�H�U�·�V���.�L�W (a game screen and adventure) and 

then Dragon Age: Blood in Ferelden which has 3 adventures 

for low-level characters. 

Also from Green Ronin, A Song of Ice and Fire RPG based on 

George R.R. Martinõs fantasy series.  Other releases from the 

company include two Mutants & Masterminds books.  Silver 

Age in February and Wild Cards: Aces & Jokers in March. 

 

Cubicle 7 will be shipping Defending the Earth in April.  This is 

a boxed game supplement for the Doctor Who: Adventures in 

Time and Space RPG and will allow players to include UNIT (a spe-

cial ops group from the series) in the game. 

 

Not to be left out, Fantasy Flight Games will release the Warham-

mer Fantasy Roleplay: The Gathering Storm campaign box with a 

book and many other goodies for the game, and Dark Heresy: As-

cension hardcover sourcebook that will include tools for advanced 

character generation. 
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
